	Private stables or riding schools, run their own stables, or work freelance.

	Work for humane societies, vets, kennels, police forces, pet stores, aquariums, and non-profit organizations.

	Most work in private practice. Usually work indoors, in offices and treatment rooms.


	Earnings

	$18,000 to $52,000 a year for those who work for private stables. $25 to $100 an hour for freelance trainers.

	$27,000 a year for those who work full-time. Most trainers earn somewhere between $8 and $25 an hour, or $17,000 to $52,000 a year if working full-time.
	$50,000 to $145,000 a year. The median is about $82,000 a year. Vets who work with large farm animals often earn more than those who work with small pets. 



	Education & Training

	On-the-job training. A degree or certificate in equine studies can be helpful.

	On-the-job training. Completion of an animal training program is helpful. A degree is required by some employers.


	A Doctor of Veterinary Medicine (DVM) degree. Pass national board exams. May complete an internship to specialize in a particular area, such as surgery.



	Job Description
	Get horses accustomed to equipment such as reins and harnesses. Teach horses to respond to commands. Develop exercise programs and condition horses. Show riders how to handle horses. Feed, water, and groom horses.


	Introduce animals to voice and hand commands. Reward animals for correctly responding to commands. Train household pets to be obedient. Teach performing animals to do tricks. Prepare guide dogs to assist their owners.


	Examine animals and diagnose problems. Treat diseases or injuries. Vaccinate animals to prevent illnesses. Provide advice about animal care to owners. May specialize in the care of small household pets or large farm animals.

	Work outdoors in all kinds of weather. Work long hours, often including weekends. Dress in pants and any top.


	Work indoors and outdoors. Wear any clothing appropriate for the weather.
